• God is absolutely just – everything He does is right

One fateful night he began fighting with a man who had accused him of 

cheating.  In his drunken state, the younger brother drew a knife and 

murdered the man.  He knew that if he were caught he would be 

hung.  He fled to his brother’s home.

As the older brother entered his home, he found a pile of 

blood-stained clothes.  Immediately he knew what his brother had 

done.
